What are leading causes of
maternal deaths?

More than 303,000 women die annually from complications during
pregnancy or childbirth.

Of almost all deaths from complications of pregnancy or childbirth - 99%
occur in developing countries.

In sub-Saharan Africa, a woman's maternal mortality risk is 1 in 38,
compared to 1in 3,700 in developed regions.

Children who have lost their mothers are up to 10x more likely to die
prematurely than those who have nof.

More than 220 million women around the world who want to avoid
pregnancy do not have access to effective contraceptives or counseling
services. =

If we can save the life of a mother, we can likely save her child too.
